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Introduction 
From January 2018-January 2024, Mad Minute Enterprises, LLC d/b/a Delia’s Gun Shop 

(“Delia’s”) sold guns to at least 19 people who trafficked them and were later charged with 

crimes related to these illegal purchases. I have been advised that the City's expert on straw 

purchasing has opined that transactions with at least 8 of these individuals should have alerted 

Delia’s that they were engaging in straw purchasing (hereafter referred to as the identifiable 

straw purchasers). Collectively, these individuals purchased 33 guns. The police recovered some 

of those guns at crime scenes and linked certain of the recovered guns to violent crimes. Other 

guns are still in the community. Similarly, WRT Management, Inc., f/k/a Tanner’s Sport’s 

Center (“Tanner’s”) sold guns to at least 8 people who trafficked them. I have been advised that 

the City's expert on straw purchasing has opined that transactions with at least 3 of these 

individuals should have alerted Tanner’s that they were engaging in straw purchasing. 

Collectively, these individuals purchased 45 guns. The police recovered some of these guns at 

crime scenes and linked certain of the recovered guns to violent crimes. Other guns are still in 

the community. 

I was asked to present opinions about (1) the costs to the City of Philadelphia associated 

with the guns already recovered, only focusing on the guns from the identifiable straw 

purchasers, (2) how many additional guns from these identifiable straw purchasers are likely to 

be recovered and linked to crimes over time, (3) the anticipated costs to the City of  Philadelphia 

associated with future recoveries, only focusing on the guns from the identifiable straw 

purchasers, and (4) the cost of implementing an abatement plan developed by expert Daniel 

Webster to abate the problems caused by the trafficked guns. 

Qualifications 
I am an internationally recognized health and safety economist whose injury cost 

estimates have been used in regulatory analyses by the U.S. Departments of Justice and 

Transportation, the U.S. Consumer Product Safety Commission, and several foreign 

governments. As my resume (Appendix 1) shows, I have more than 35 years of experience 

estimating the incidence, costs and consequences of firearm injuries and violent crimes, as well 

as the savings from prevention.  
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I earned a BS in Engineering from Case-Western Reserve University in 1968, followed 

by three University of Pennsylvania degrees: a master’s in city planning (1970), a MS in 

operations research from the Wharton School (1971), and a PhD in Regional Science (spatial 

economics, 1975). I have been working as a health and safety economist and operations research 

analyst specializing in planning/design, epidemiological and economic analysis, and evaluation 

of public health strategies to abate safety and substance abuse problems, with some community 

planning and public finance work interspersed.  

In June of 2025, I became a CS Mott-Endowed Professor of Public Health in the 

Department of Public Health, College of Medicine at Michigan State University (MSU). 

Previously, starting in 1993, I served as a Senior/Principal Research Scientist and Program 

Director at the Pacific Institute for Research and Evaluation (PIRE), which is a 501(c)3 nonprofit 

policy research organization centered on public health research and prevention, with a primary 

focus on substance abuse and injury. Before that, I spent 10 years directing the Safety and Risk 

Policy Program at The Urban Institute, which is where I began analyzing the costs of violence 

and of firearm injury.  

My first article that primarily focused on the national incidence and cost of firearm 

injuries appeared in 1995 and my most recent in 2021, followed by a monograph in 2022 on the 

costs and consequences of firearm injury in Santa Clara County, CA. That monograph probed the 

criminal justice costs resulting from crimes involving firearms. My crime cost estimates, most 

recently updated in 2021, include estimates of the criminal justice costs resulting from violent 

victimization. I just completed the medical, work loss, and quality of life loss estimates for an 

article that will update the nationwide cost of firearm injuries.  

My principal research focus over the past 30 years has been on substance abuse, violence, 

and other injury abatement. I founded the award-winning, federally funded Children's Safety 

Network Economics and Data Analysis Resource Center in 1992. I remain involved in guiding 

its studies of national, state, and local violence/injury costs and cost-savings from treatment and 

prevention. I personally have developed and costed opioid abatement plans for the States of New 

Mexico and Nevada and a county health department, as well as a plan for the State of Michigan 

to abate opioid-related adverse childhood experiences (ACEs).  
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I have received National Institute of Justice, NIH, and foundation grants to probe the 

costs, epidemiology of incidence, alcohol and drug involvement, and acute and long-term effects 

of violence. I co-authored the book Helping Adolescents at Risk: Prevention of Multiple Problem 

Behaviors. I analyzed and regularly updated the costs of underage drinking by state including 

violence costs. I performed and subsequently updated analyses comparing the effectiveness and 

return-on-investment of competing school-based and community-based violence prevention 

programs that had been evaluated using randomized controlled trials. I also have contributed to 

the methodological literature on cost of illness and cost-outcome analysis (for example, as a 

member of the 2015-2016 National Academies panel that authored Advancing the Power of 

Economic Evidence to Inform Investments in Children, Youth, and Families). 

I have led more than 250 studies including scores of statistical analyses of large databases 

and analyzed the return on investment in more than 170 violence, substance abuse, unintentional 

injury, and related programs and policies. As my resume details, I have published more than 400 

journal articles (primarily in medical and public health journals), 29 books, 41 book chapters and 

peer-reviewed proceedings papers, and numerous contract research reports. According to Google 

Scholar, my work has been cited more than 285,000 times, with 397 of my publications (>80%) 

cited at least 10 times including 263 (>50%) cited at least 40 times, 141 (>25%) cited at least 141 

times, and 52 (>10%) cited more than 1,000 times.1 My cost values have been used regularly by 

the U.S. Departments of Justice and Transportation, the U.S. Consumer Product Safety 

Commission, the Centers for Disease Control, state and local governments, and foreign 

governments.  

I received both the Excellence in Science Award and Distinguished Career Award from 

the American Public Health Association's Injury Control and Emergency Health Services 

Section, the Vision Award from the State and Territorial Injury Prevention Directors 

Association, and the Ward-Piette Research Prize for an article of enduring significance from the 

Journal of Forensic Economics, among others. I also was admitted by examination to the 

American Institute of Certified Planners in 1982.

Summary of Opinions 
I have reviewed evidence showing that out of the 33 firearms purchased from Delia’s by 

the identifiable straw purchasers, 8 have been recovered by the Philadelphia Police Department 

(“PPD”). Those eight recovered guns are jointly connected to the shootings of at least 16 people 

in Philadelphia, 2 of whom died. Out of the 45 firearms purchased from Tanner’s by the 

identifiable straw purchasers, 16 have been recovered by law enforcement. The 16 recovered 

guns from Tanner’s are jointly connected to the shootings of at least 6 people in Philadelphia, 1 

of whom died. Almost all of these recovered guns were either found weapons, had altered serial 

numbers, or were found in the possession of an ineligible purchaser.  

In addition to the 8 crime guns recovered among the 33 guns that Delia’s Gun Shop sold 

to identifiable straw purchasers, it is my opinion that another 7.5 guns are likely to be recovered 

over the next 8 years. In addition to the 16 crime guns recovered among the 45 guns that 
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Tanner’s Sports Center sold to identifiable straw purchasers, it is my opinion that another 17.3 

guns are likely to be recovered over the next 8 years. These counts are conservative; they would 

be higher if I used Philadelphia-wide statistical aggregate data published by the Bureau of 

Alcohol, Tobacco, and Firearms (“BATF”) rather than vendor-specific data on time to recovery 

of crime guns sold. 

The recovered crime guns from Delia’s cost Philadelphia an average of $250,271 each (in 

2024 dollars). Reflecting a lower crime profile per gun, the recovered crime guns from Tanner’s 

cost Philadelphia an average of $70,170 each. Another reason for the lower cost per gun 

recovered from Tanner’s is that three of those recoveries were not in Philadelphia and 

presumably imposed no costs on Philadelphia. The costs considered were computed primarily 

from Philadelphia City Council budget hearings and testimony and public information on the 

District Attorney’s Office open data dashboard. They include costs of police, prosecution, 

public/court-appointed defender, municipal court, common pleas court, incarceration, and 

community supervision services. The court costs exclude judicial salaries because the 

Commonwealth of Pennsylvania pays those costs. 

It is my opinion that the present value of the past and future police and criminal justice 

costs the City will incur because of the guns Delia’s sold to the identifiable straw purchasers is 

$3,862,601. Of this amount, $2,002,168 is for damages the City experienced from crimes 

committed with guns that already have been recovered. The present value of the past and future 

police and criminal justice costs the City will incur because of the guns Tanner’s sold to the 

identifiable straw purchasers is $2,320,674. Of this amount, $1,122,720 is for damages the City 

experienced from crimes committed with guns that already have been recovered. 

To abate the problems caused by Delia’s and Tanner’s actions, expert Daniel Webster 

recommended that Philadelphia continue to fund the  evidence-based Group Violence 

Intervention program. The City budgeted that program at $2,098,360 in FY 2025. As Dr. 

Webster recommended, I budgeted to continue the program for 10 years, which matches the 

duration of gun recovery that I included in calculating damages. The extension would cost 

$19,219,470 (present value in 2025 dollars).  
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Methods  
My analysis proceeded in five steps: 

1. Analyzed provided transaction lists of the guns sold to the identifiable straw 

purchasers, time to recovery if recovered, and crimes traceable to the recovered guns. 

Additionally reviewed underlying transaction documents, police reports, and forensic 

lab reports. 

2. Analyzed the cost per crime incident to the City of Philadelphia for each category of 

crime that the recovered straw-purchased guns were linked to. The costs covered 

police services, public defender/court-appointed attorney, district attorney’s office, 

municipal court, court of common appeals, Department of Prisons (jail), and 

community supervision (probation).  

3. Calculated the likelihood of future gun recoveries associated with the identifiable 

straw purchasers through two different methodologies. The first methodology relied 

on a BATF report published in 2023 about firearms trafficking in Philadelphia. The 

second methodology was based on a dataset of crime guns recovered in Pennsylvania 

during 1999-2019 (produced as PHL001977). These analyses provided the 

distribution of time from sale to recovery of crime-involved guns that were recovered. 

Both methodologies incorporated information from the provided transaction lists and 

underlying documents.   

4. Combined the data to calculate the present value of the costs to the City associated 

with the straw-purchased guns within 10 years of their straw-purchase dates. This 

calculation is a conservative lower bound; it implicitly assumes that all crimes 

associated with the trafficked guns that will be recovered in the future were 

committed before 2023-2024 rather than the guns continuing to be used in crimes at 

the rate they were used before 2023-2024. I reserve the right to update my report if 

more recent and/or specific information becomes available about recovery of the 

straw-purchased guns or the crimes associated with them. 

5. Computed and added the present value of the cost to abate the community harms 

caused by the straw-purchased guns. That costing used the evidence-based Group 
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Violence Interruption prevention program and the time schedule recommended by the

abatement expert.

The worksheets appended to the end ofthis report shows mycalculations and the data

used in them that were not produced separately. As appropriate, it also provides links to the data

used.

Firearm Recoveries
Appendix 2 provides a summary list of the trafficked guns purchased atDelia’s and

Tanner’s, recovery dates for guns that were known to have been recovered, and Bates and other

identifying numbers ofreports on crimes associated with each recovered gun. From that listing, I

developed the summaries shown in Tables 1 and 2. Overall, the recovered guns from Delia’s

were connected to the shootings ofat least 16 people in Philadelphia, 2 ofwhom died. The guns

from Tanner’s were connected to the shootings ofat least 6 people in Philadelphia, 1 ofwhom

died. These counts omit shootings not reported to/by the police, not traceable to the gun used, or

not yet linked in NIBIN records.

I received no records indicating any ofthe other 25 guns purchased from Delia’s or the

other 29 guns purchased from Tanner’s by these identifiable straw purchasers had yet been

recovered. I also did not receive NIBN ballistic information for one recently recovered gun and a

second was not entered into NIBN to myknowledge. I reserve the right to update my report if
further information on recoveries becomes available.

Incidents designated as Nonfatal shooting – already in jail are nonfatal shootings in an incident 

that also involved a homicide. I separate these cases because the perpetrator will be incarcerated 

until trial on the homicide charge, so no pretrial detention costs will be attached to the nonfatal 

shootings. 

Time to Recovery 
To determine the pattern of time to recovery, I performed two analyses, one based on a 

Bureau of Alcohol, Tobacco, and Firearms (BATF) report published in 2023 about firearms 

trafficking in Philadelphia2 and the second based on produced recovery data specific to Delia’s 

and Tanner’s (PHL_001977).  

The 2023 BATF report finds that Philadelphia-wide, 28.7% of crime guns were recovered 

within 1 year after sale and 48.4% were recovered within 3 years after sale. Since I had 2 years 

of reasonably complete recovery data for the identifiably straw-purchased guns, I needed to 

determine the portion of the guns recovered in years 2-3 that were recovered in year 2. I 

computed a range across two distributions. The first distribution used an empirically determined 

constant year-over-year rate of decline in the annual recovery rate to calculate the percentage of 

guns recovered in year 2.3 That interpolation indicated that 42.1% of the guns that would be 

recovered were recovered within 2 years. The second distribution used a constant absolute 

decline of 9.85% per year over the two years, meaning 38.55% would be recovered by year 2. 

Dividing the recoveries by year 2 by the percentage recovered by year 2, total recoveries would 

range from 16.6-18.2 for Delia’s and 35.6-38.9 for Tanner’s.  

Beyond not being vendor-specific, these BATF values have two limitations: 1) to 

calculate the present value of the damages beyond year 3, I need to know how many guns will be 

recovered each year. Since BATF did not indicate how many years were evaluated when 

counting the remaining recoveries, that time spread will be approximate. 2) the BATF recovery 

rate analysis does not include a truncation in recovery rates for firearms recovered in later years, 

 
2 Bureau of Alcohol, Tobacco, and Firearms, National Firearms Commerce and Trafficking Assessment (NFCTA):

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which results in a slightly higher likely recovery rate than the analysis I conducted on the second 

dataset.  

As an alternative, and to confirm the accuracy of the calculation using the BATF report, I 

analyzed the dataset produced as PHL_001977. This dataset, published by the Pennsylvania 

Office of the Attorney General, included information on almost all crime guns recovered in 

Pennsylvania, including in the City of Philadelphia, between 1999 and 2019.4 I restricted my 

analysis to recoveries in Philadelphia of guns that were purchased from Delia’s or Tanner’s. I 

identified those vendors by their telephone numbers, 215-332-7733 and 215-343-3103, 

respectively. The only other data I used were the date of sale and the date of recovery. I cleaned 

the data and removed 12 observations that lacked purchase dates and 8 duplicate observations.  

To be clear, my calculations and opinions would not be materially different even if I did not rely 

on this additional dataset.   

My analysis proceeded in three stages. Because Delia’s changed ownership at the start of 

2015,5 I first determined if its pattern of time from firearm sale to recovery as a crime gun was 

similar before and after 2015. Second, I determined if the patterns of time to recovery for Delia’s 

and Tanner’s were similar. Finally, since the analysis below shows the three patterns proved 

similar, I pooled all the Delia’s and Tanner’s data and computed the pooled distribution of time 

from sale to recovery for recovered crime guns. Using data pooled across years and vendors 

avoids the data becoming sparse as I analyze long-term recovery. 

For both vendors, one in five recovered crime guns was sold in 2015-2019. Table 4 

displays counts of the crime guns recovered.

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In any snapshot of gun recoveries, the recovery period observable is shorter for recently 

sold guns than for guns sold years earlier. For example, recovery data for guns sold two years 

ago cannot include any recoveries three years post-sale. If I calculated the percentage of guns 

recovered in the third year after sale by dividing recoveries in year three by total guns sold, I 

have included guns in the denominator that may or may not be recovered in their third year after 

sale; my calculation underestimates the recovery rate. To consider the most recent data, I need to 

restrict analysis of them to the years they cover. Therefore, I tabulated the percentage of guns 

recovered within 2 years post sale that were recovered within 1-year post-sale, the percentage of 

guns recovered within 3 years post sale that were recovered within 2 years post-sale, and so on. 

If I set the last year where I will calculate damages to 100% of guns recovered that will be 

included in my damage calculations, as detailed in worksheet TimeToRecovery of my 

supplemental spreadsheet, I then can back-calculate the cumulative recovery distribution. For 

example, if the recovery period ends 10 years post-sale, the percentage of guns that will be 

recovered by year 9 is 100% times the percentage of guns recovered within 10 years post sale 

that were recovered within 9 years post-sale. The percentage of guns that will be recovered by 

year 8 is the percentage recovered by year 9 times the percentage recovered within 9 years post 

sale that were recovered within 8 years post-sale, and so on. Subtracting those percentages from 

one another shows the percentage of crime guns that will be recovered in each year post-sale. If I 

have a cohort of straw-purchased guns and I know the number recovered in the first two years 

after sale, I can use the distribution to predict the number of guns that will be recovered in 

subsequent years. As a check on this procedure, because I cut off recovery at 10 years, the 

number of predicted recoveries should be lower than the number of straw-purchased guns.6  

Table 5 shows the recovery timing statistics for recoveries by year 4 for Delia’s in 1999-

2014, Delia’s in 2015-2019, and Delia’s and Tanner’s combined in 1999-2019. The recovery 

patterns through year 4 are almost identical. Only the 1999-2014 data provide information about 

recovery rates more than 4 years after gun purchase.

Dividing the counts of 7 guns from Delia's and 15 recovered from Tanner's recovered

within 2 years (if I include the 3 guns not recovered in Philadelphia in that category) by the

0.451 of all crime guns that are recovered within 2 years after purchase, estimated recoveries by

year 10 will total 15.5 for Delia's and 33.3 for Tanner's. Indeed, each vendor already has one

known year-3 recovery. That is several fewer recoveries than the 16.6-18.2 for Delia's and 35.6-

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38.9 for Tanner’s calculated from the BATF data. Conservatively, I elected to base my cost 

analysis on the vendor-specific data. That means my calculated damages for Delia’s will be 

based on 1.1 to 2.7 fewer recovered guns and for Tanner’s on 2.3 to 5.6 fewer recovered guns.7 

Using the net discount rate series derived in Appendix 3 and worksheet CBO in my 

supplemental spreadsheet from Congressional Budget Office projections over 10 years of the 

Consumer Price Index – All Items and of the 10-year Treasury bond rate, based on the vendor-

specific data, my TimeToRecovery worksheet shows the gun recoveries by year in rows 61-62 

and the present value of those counts in rows 65-66. In present value, 15.538 of the guns sold by 

Delia’s to identifiable straw purchasers will be recovered within 10 years of purchase as will 

33.296 of the guns sold by Tanner’s to identifiable straw purchasers. 

Cost per Firearm-involved Crime 
To inform my calculation of gun-involved crime costs, I downloaded information from 

the District Attorney’s Office (DAO) online data tool8 that showed counts by crime and year of 

(1) police-reported incidents, (2) arrests, (3) charges, (4) time to outcome, (5) determination that 

the person charged was guilty, (6) years of incarceration sentenced, and (7) years of community 

supervision sentenced.  

Table 6 summarizes the average costs per crime to Philadelphia by primary crime 

charged and cost category. Homicide has the highest cost, followed by nonfatal shooting. The 

remainder of this section describes how I calculated each cost category. In differentiating costs 

between crimes, I rely heavily on ratio methods. Ratioing is a well-accepted and widely used 

methodology among modelers in both economics and operations research. I also rely heavily on 

budgets approved by the Philadelphia City Council and associated testimony at budget hearings. 

In costing public programs, it is conventional to include the salary expenses of city personnel.9 If

Police (worksheet Police in my spreadsheet). I started from Hunt’s peer-reviewed article 

on police costs per police-reported homicide, robbery, and aggravated assault.11 Following my 

peer-reviewed article on costs per crime, I divided Hunt’s costs by 1.2 to remove the cost of 

deadweight loss, which is not borne directly by the city government. I next used the Employment 

Cost Index, Total Compensation, State and Local Government Employees, Service 

Occupations12 to inflate the costs from 2010 to 2024 dollars. Then I split the costs per robbery 

into separate costs for robberies that involved a deadly weapon and ones that did not based on 

their relative frequency and my expert judgment that the costs would differ in proportion to the 

difference in the mean number of days of incarceration per person convicted of each of the two 

types of robbery. I did a similar proportioning to split the costs of nonfatal shootings from other 

aggravated assaults.  

For minor crimes involving police recovery/confiscation of a firearm or recovery of 

cartridge cases, Philadelphia strives to follow model practice.13 One or more police officers 

responding to an incident or using a search warrant discovers the gun. If the possessor is present, 

the officer(s) investigates sufficiently at the scene to warrant arresting the possessor and taking 

possession of the gun. Ideally, within 24 hours, a report is completed about the gun, how it came 

into police custody, and the possessor if known; the gun is unloaded by a safety expert; if a 

readable serial number can be retrieved, a trace is initiated with the BATF to determine what is 

known about the gun’s sales history; the gun is swabbed for DNA and examined for fingerprints; 

the gun is test-fired and the cartridge casing pattern is entered into the National Integrated 

Ballistic Information Network (NIBIN) system to determine if the casings match casings from 

known crime scenes. I budgeted 5-person-hours of staff time per gun or recovered cartridge(s) 

processed. I added an additional hour if the firearm possessor was arrested. The 5-hour total 

(roughly $500 per case) may be low; the FIU forensic reports cited with Bates numbers in 

 
11 Hunt PE, Saunders J, Kilmer B. (2019).

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Appendix 2 show that the Forensics Unit raised the internal charge for their part of the gun 

processing from $300 to $450 in 2023).  

Most of this processing is completed rapidly. After this initial processing, additional 

police time may be required depending on how the case is decided. Based on the police time 

pattern at stages of court processing, I budgeted 8 hours for investigation and interaction with the 

prosecuting and defense attorneys if plea-bargained and 16 hours if the case was decided at trial. 

I did not add any post-event hours for other case outcomes (e.g., a plea of guilty or nolo 

contendre at arraignment, a dismissal). I obtained the distribution of charge outcomes from the 

DAO Open Data dashboard.14 

I valued the police hours for minor crime at the average cost per sworn officer hour in 

Philadelphia. I calculated that cost from the actual obligated police expenditures for FY2024 net 

of grant-funded, aviation program, and intelligence and homeland security program 

expenditures, $805,529,525.15  I divided that total by the number of sworn officers net of the 

excluded programs, 4,631, to get an average annual cost per officer of $170,603.46. From the 

employee holiday and leave schedule posted by the Philadelphia Department of Human 

Resources16 supplemented by the police union contract arbitration agreement,17 I determined that 

net of leave and overtime, Philadelphia police officers work 1,728 productive hours annually. 

That means the cost per officer-hour averages $98.73. This cost implicitly includes officer 

overtime, but it excludes a share of the costs for sworn officers in the supervisory chain. 

Defense Attorney (worksheet Defense in my spreadsheet). I started with the FY2026 

City Council budget request from the Defender Association of Philadelphia.18 That request 

offered to double the number of homicides handled by association attorneys to cover an 

additional 20% of cases (about 40 homicides annually) at an additional cost of $2 million, or 

$50,000 per case. That cost is inclusive of costs of discovery, deposition, etc. The request, which

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is designed to fill a shortfall, implies that 20% of homicides still will be processed by the 20 

available court-appointed attorneys qualified to handle murder cases (an annual workload of 2 

per attorney), meaning that roughly 60% of cases are handled by publicly funded lawyers and 

40% by private attorneys. I used that 60:40 split for all defense costs of firearm-involved crimes. 

I used a ratio method to calculate defense costs for other firearm crimes from the defense 

costs for a firearm homicide. Specifically, I multiplied the $50,000 by the ratio of days of 

incarceration per person found guilty of each crime relative to a homicide. Essentially, this 

computes the total defense costs for each type of crime based on its total incarceration days, then 

splits those costs across all charged incidents. 

District Attorney (DA, worksheet DistrictAttorney in my spreadsheet). I used the same 

resource use for prosecution and defense. The Defense Association budget testimony cited 

above, however, indicated that the $64,000 average annual salary for Association attorneys is 

below the $70,000 average in the DA’s office. I therefore ratioed the DA costs per case up by the 

70/64 salary ratio. 

Municipal Court (worksheet Court in my spreadsheet). The Commonwealth of 

Pennsylvania pays all judicial salaries in the state. The City of Philadelphia funds facilities, 

supporting staff, and expenses. These costs cover arraignment post-arrest and essentially should 

be invariant across charges. I divided the actual operational costs in FY2024 for the municipal 

court’s criminal division19 by the number of charges for all criminal cases per the DAO 

dashboard, arriving at a cost of $185 per charged crime. 

Common Pleas Court (worksheet Court in my spreadsheet). The Commonwealth of 

Pennsylvania pays all judicial salaries in the state. The remaining costs of court operations ae 

funded by the city of Philadelphia. Those costs are sensitive to the number of hearings, their 

duration, and the total duration of the case. I again calculated these costs by a ratio method. First, 

I divided the cost of the criminal division of the common pleas court in FY2024 from the 

Philadelphia court budget20 by the total years of incarceration sentenced from the DAO 

dashboard. By crime, I then multiplied by the years of incarceration per person found guilty.

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Pretrial Incarceration (worksheet Prison in my spreadsheet). I started with the FY2024 

obligated expenditures for the Philadelphia Department of Prisons which operates the City’s 

pretrial detention system, as well as incarcerating those whose probation was revoked and other 

selected convicted criminals.21 The budget showed the average daily jail census, which let me 

compute a prison cost of $148 per inmate per day. The DAO dashboard indicated that homicides 

with a gun almost always were held without bail, so I computed the prison cost per homicide as 

the product of the cost per day times the average duration (from the dashboard) of a prosecution 

for homicide with a gun.  

The DAO dashboard also provided information on the percentage of other crimes held 

over without bail and on the bail level set for the remaining crimes. I combined that information 

with data about the prison population from the September 2024 MacArthur Safety and Justice 

Challenge report on the Philadelphia jail population.22 The Challenge report showed that almost 

15,000 people annually (40 per day) are released from the Philadelphia prison system, with the 

daily inmate census stably around 4,700. Despite that rapid turnover, the average length of stay 

among the 4,700 inmates on any given day averages 234 days. These figures suggest a churning 

subpopulation with around 11,500 admissions annually23 (31 per day) being people with an 

average length of stay of 3 days while they are arraigned and arrange bail if it is required. With a 

3-day average stay, this churning cohort constitutes 93 of the 1,108 inmates that the report 

indicates are awaiting arraignment or have not posted bond on any given day. With the 

distribution of bail required from the DAO dashboard and the distribution of the bail not yet met 

from the Challenge report, I computed the probability of not meeting bail for each bail dollar 

range. By offense, multiplying those probabilities times the distribution of bail set from the DAO

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dashboard times the average days to case resolution (from the DAO dashboard) times the cost 

per day yielded the pretrial prison costs for those with stays exceeding 3 days.  

Community Supervision (worksheet Probation in my spreadsheet). The Philadelphia 

court budget provided the FY2024 obligated expenditures for adult probation, which the City 

Council funds.24 Again using a ratio method, I divided that amount by the number of days of 

probation for all crimes adjudicated in FY2024. By crime type, I then multiplied the cost per day 

times the mean days of probation per person charged.  

Costs to Philadelphia of the Guns Purchased by Identifiable Straw-
Purchasers 

The average identifiably straw-purchased gun purchased from Delia’s that was recovered 

cost the Philadelphia government $250,271 in police and criminal justice expenses. Although 

still substantial, the average cost per recovered gun sold by Tanner’s was lower, $70,170. I 

computed these costs by multiplying the crime distributions in Table 3 times the costs per crime 

in Table 6. The costs per gun at Tanner’s are lower in part because 3 of the 16 recoveries to date 

were not in Philadelphia and presumably cost the city nothing. 

In addition to the 8 guns recovered among Delia’s 33 sales to identifiable straw 

purchasers and the 16 among Tanner’s 45 sales to identifiable straw purchasers, above I 

calculated that another 7.5 guns sold by Delia’s and 17.3 sold by Tanner’s to identifiable straw 

purchasers would be recovered. These counts are lower bounds; they omit any crime guns 

recovered with altered serial numbers that could not be reconstructed. 

The present value of the past and future police and criminal justice costs the City will 

incur because of the identifiably trafficked guns sold by Delia’s is $3,862,601. Of this amount, 

$2,002,168 is for damages the City experienced from crimes committed with guns that already 

have been recovered. The total cost for Tanner’s is $2,320,674. Of this amount, $1,122,720 is for 

damages the City experienced from crimes committed with guns that already have been 

recovered. I computed those numbers by multiplying the present-value sum of the number of 

guns recovered over time times the cost per gun.

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These costs are a lower bound. Among other impacts, they do not account for any role 

these guns are playing in enabling Philadelphia’s illicit drug markets, any costs Philadelphia 

incurs aiding people shot with these guns and their families, and any effect the shootings are 

having on property values or community mental health. They also assume no further crimes will 

be committed per unrecovered gun than per recovered gun even though the unrecovered guns 

will be in the possession of illegal purchasers for a longer period of time. 

Costs to Abate the Community Harms Resulting from These Illegal Sales  
Philadelphia currently provides funding for almost 30 violence prevention and 

interruption programs, many of them tightly focused on gun violence.25 Expert Daniel Webster 

recommends that the City continue funding the Group Violence Intervention (GVI) program to 

reduce the harm its residents and businesses will suffer because of the trafficked guns. That 

program is strongly evidence-based.26 It operates by “1) Directly engaging the half a percent of 

individuals connected to groups that are involved in gun violence, 2) Creating consequences 

where there previously were none for the groups and group members in direct response to 

shootings, and 3) Interrupting the contagious effect of shootings by creating an incentive for 

individuals to discourage and resist violence to avoid promised consequences.”27  

The City budgeted $2,098,360 in FY 2025 to expand GVI citywide.28 As Dr. Webster 

recommended, I budgeted to continue the program for 10 years which matches the duration of 

gun recovery that I included in calculating damages. The extension would cost $19,219,470 

(present value in 2025 dollars). 

Adding the damage costs and abatement costs, the costs total $25,402,745.
